United Utilities

Round table meeting with Debbie Abrahams, MP
Gill attended this meeting on behalf of DCA. Debbie asked those attending what they felt their area needed. Gill said that there was still a problem with traffic near Delph School, which needed sorting out.

Library 
Phillida said that Library Assistants from OMBC are due to start work in the library alongside volunteers in October. She also gave advance notice of a fund raising event for the library. ‘An Evening with Willy Russell’ has been arranged for Friday December 2nd in the Millgate Theatre. Tickets are on sale at Delph, Uppermill and Greenfield Libraries at £7 each. Ticket money will come to DCA.
Fund Raising
Phillida reported that Saddleworth Players had offered the first play of the season for a charity night, but as there were only 3 weeks in which to sell the tickets she declined. They will give us first choice next season.

Traffic

Tony Stell pointed out that Delph School is the only school in Oldham with an advisory speed notice rather that a mandatory one.

Any other business

Sue Lund reported that some paintings of Delph by Vera Meek had been left to the people of Delph. She asked for advice on where they should be displayed or if they should be offered for sale.
